* Transport and the new route to school will
be important.

* When your child visits the new school in
July they will need to get there safely using
the new route alone or with friends.

* Will they walk ? Use a bus ? Cycle ?
* Practice the new route with your child.

* Help with the cost of buses is only
available if your child has a dangerous
route, has medical needs or lives 3 miles or
more from their new school.
